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The RIGHT TO MIRANDA WARNINGS

Until June 26, 2000, a person who was
in custody and being subjected to po-
lice interrogation did not have a “Civil
Right” to be given Miranda warnings.

Miranda warnings were just the mecha-
nism by which a state or Federal law en-
forcement officer ensured that the subject
of his custodial interrogation knew what
his or her rights were befare the interroga-
tion began. If a law enforcement officer
conducted a custodial interview without
first giving Miranda wamings, it was not a
Constitutional violation, and so the
wiorst that could happen was the suppres-
sion of the improperly obtained statement.

Today, because a person in custody has a
"Civil Right” to be given his Miranda
rights, is it possible, even likely, that fail-
ure to give a subject Miranda rights will
serve as the basis for a Bivens or Title 42,
United States Code, Section 1983 civil
rights claim.
